Budget Process Overview

General Items

Total budget revenues must equal total budget expenses

Budget and millage rate must be formally adopted by December 31

Budget must be advertised at least 10 days to adoption

Planned real estate revenue drives the millage rate for upcoming year

Millage rate must be adopted via ordinance which requires advertising

Ordinance must be advertised at least 7 days prior to adoption but not more than 60 days
before

Ordinance establishes the method of calculating millage not the actual rate

Actual rate is calculated upon receipt of assessed value in January and adopted via resolution
in January

Established Process

Proven budget method and process
Borough’s financial strength is proof of that success
Finance Committee leads the process/Admin Committee supports and assists
Other Committees submit expense requirements via work sheets
Budget amounts are for total year by revenue and expense account
Baseline budget created as starting point for council and public review and discussion
1) Baseline expense budget created with help from committees
Fill in known amounts/forecast other amounts (history/known factors)
2) Baseline revenue budget created by Finance with help from Administrative
Assume no real estate tax increase
Project all other revenues using history
Having September actuals helps with revenue and expense projections
Baseline budget presented to council/public for discussion/review/feedback

Standard Timeline

Finance Committee presents a baseline and balanced plan to council for review (October
meeting)

Council reviews/discusses budget (October/November meetings)

Council votes to advertise budget and millage ordinance (November meeting)

Adopt budget and pass associated millage ordinance (December meeting)
